Have you ever worked for nothing? I don’t mean doing the dishes or studying. I mean doing things you don’t have to do without getting paid. If you have, you’re not the only one. Volunteer work is more popular today than it’s ever been before. A lot of people do it. In the US, about 65 million citizens, that’s over 25 percent of the population, do billions of hours of volunteer work every year: an average of about three hours per person per week.
